Summary
The Conference raises awareness and international outreach of the EU4EU Programme; it analyses how trans-national coordination of Erasmus+ national mobility consortia represents a strategic approach for education and learning mobility across the EU and how Erasmus + Program supports it. 
As part of the 3 days “2nd EU4EU Trans-national Training & Networking Event”, the Conference is organized by EuGen - European Generation, founder and international coordinator of EU4EU, in collaboration with Unioncamere Lombardia and the coordinators of EU4EU National Consortia: the Italian University Sapienza of Rome, Spanish Campus Iberus, Croatian Informo and French University of Lille.
Co-financed with Erasmus+ funds since 2015, EU4EU responds to similar employment needs of young graduates from 47 Universities based in 4 different EU countries: Italy, Spain, Croatia and France. The EU4EU Program facilitates students' transition between higher education and access to employment, through professional internships with focus on EU projects. On the other hand, EU4EU meets the hosting companies' needs of young and international workforce to expand business with the EU economic support. The EU4EU Program generates a win-win situation: it maximizes the employment impact and in fact boasts a very high rate of positive quality assessment by both the trainees and the Host Organizations. 
EuGen - European Generation leads the cooperation among different National Consortia and supports the implementation of the activities in a coherent way. The cooperation aims at enhancing the efficiency of the management procedures: the sharing of best practices, the use of innovative management software and a wide database of Host Organizations. Additionally, the EU4EU program generated an international Community that connects Universities, companies, students and young professionals all over Europe and encourages the creation of partnerships, the development of European projects and transnational initiatives, boosting the growth of its members on the international scene.
